In today’s reading Jesus offers encouragement to his disciples, who will soon
see him crucified. He reassures them that even though he will leave them, he will not abandon them. Instead
he will send them the Advocate, the Holy Spirit, through whom the disciples will continue to live in union with

Jesus.

St. Damien de Veuster, St. Damien of Molokai,

SS.CC. or Saint Damien De Veuster, born Jozef De
Veuster, was a Roman Catholic priest from Belgium
and member of the Congregation of the Sacred
Hearts of Jesus and Mary, a missionary religious
institute. He became so well known for his work
among the lepers in Hawaii that Moloka'i almost
became his surname.

St. Pancras was a Roman citizen who converted to
Christianity, and was beheaded for his faith at the age
of fourteen, around the year 304.

Sts. Nereus and Achilleus: though almost nothing is
known of their lives, they were praetorian soldiers of
the Roman army, became Christians, and were
removed to the island of Terracina, where they were
martyred.

LITURGY CORNER

LOVE ONE ANOTHER

In the Gospel, for the Sixth Sunday of Easter, we
are met with an extraordinary challenge: Jesus
commands us to “love one another as | love
you” (John 15:12). The letter from John echoes this
command. Of course, we are to love those in our
family, those we work with, those we like. But the
scriptures make clear that we are also to love those
we never notice, those we purposely avoid, and even
those we are tempted to despise.

In this Sunday’s selection from the Acts of the
Apostles, Peter shows us how far God’s love extends,
and how far our love should extend in response. Peter
realizes that God no longer “shows partiality” to the
Jews, sharing divine love exclusively with them. Christ
has revealed that God’s love extends to all people,
and so should ours.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

In ancient Rome, the beautiful month of May
was dedicated to the goddess Flora, the patroness
of flowers and new life. May 1 was considered the
beginning of abundant growth, and a day for public
festivals aimed at expelling winter. Even after
Christianity took hold, the customs of the pagan
feast lingered behind. Long ago, there was a thirty-
day devotion to Mary, sometimes called “Lady
Month,” which began on August 15. By the
eighteenth century, the custom of assigning
devotions to months of the year was developing.
June, for example, was the month of the Sacred
Heart, and October was for the Holy Rosary.
Beginning with the Jesuit Order in Rome and
spreading throughout the world, May has been
celebrated as the month of Mary, the Blessed
Mother, for more than two hundred years. That was
a welcome remedy to some enduring pagan
practices, such as maypole dancing and the
crowning of the May Queen. Some historians say
that in ancient times the May Queen was actually a
human sacrifice. Devoting May to Mary is
undoubtedly a better thing to do.

AMENSE UNOS A OTROS

Cristo ha revelado que
el amor de Dios llega a todas las personas y lo mismo
debe hacer el nuestro.
